Further to my conversation with your parliamentary office, this letter confirms the preliminary assessment
of the Canada Border Services Agency that you are inadmissible to Canada,

According to Section 34 of Canada’s Immigration and Refugee Protection Act (IRPA),
[...] a foreign national is inadmissible on security grounds for

(a) engaging in an act of espionage or an act of subversion against a democratic government,
institution or process as they are understood in Canada

(b) engaging in or instigating the subversion by force of any government;

(¢) engaging in terrorism;

(d) being a danger to the security of Canada;

(¢) engaging in acts of violence that would or might endanger the lives or safety of persons in

. Canada: or

(f) being a member of an organization that there are reasonable ground to belicve engages, has

engaged or will engage in acts referred to in paragraph (a). (b) or (¢).

Among other possible grounds of inadmissibility under section 34 of IRPA, Hamas is a listed terrorist
organization in Canada. There are reasonable grounds to believe you have provided financial support for
Hamas. Specifically, we have information that indicates Yyou organized a convoy worth over one million
British pounds in aid and vehicles, and personally donated vehicles and financing to Hamas Prime
Minister Ismail Haniya. Your matetial support for this organization makes you inadmissible to Canada
pursuant to paragraph 34(1)(c) and paragraph 34(1)(f) of IRPA,

It is our understanding that it is your intent to come to Canada o March 30, 2009, You are invited to
make any submissions you deem necessary with respect to this preliminary assessment of inadmissibility
in advance of this date. Any submissions you provide will be considered, Please forward these
submissions to my attention at the above address.

If we do not receive any submissions on or before March 30, 2009, and you present yourself at the Port of

Canadi
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Entry, the Canadian Border Services Agency officer will make a fina) determination of inadmissibility
based on this preliminary assessment and any submissions you make at that time.

In order to overcome this inadmissibility, you could submit an application for a Temporary Resident
Permit. I have been asked to convey to you that it is unlikely that the application would be successful.
However, a final determination with respect to a temporary resident permit will anly be issued upon
application.

1. The subject matter of this application for leave and judicial
review, which was filed on March 25, 2009, is the letter dated March 20, 2009
{o the Applicant George Cialloway advising him that he may be inadmissible

to Canada.

2. Section 18.1(1) of the Federal Court Act mandates that only the

Attorney General of Canatia or persons who are “directly affected by the
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matter in respect of which relief is sought” may make an application for

judicial review (emphasis added).

3. The only Ap)licant directly affected by this application tor leave
is George Galloway. The letter was addressed and directed to him. |t
pertains only to him. The Istter stated that he may be inadmissible to
Canada. As it is only the Applicant George Galloway, a foreign national, that
Is the individual whose pctential admissibility to Carnada is the subject matter
of this application for leave, he is the only Applicant directly affected by the
matter. It is clear that the other Applicants are only indirectly affected by the

matter. Their status in Canada is not at issue.

4, This Court has held that the dependants or sponsors of a
foreign national who mak:s an application for a visa do not have standing to
bring an application for ieave and judicial review. As such, the Applicants in

this matter, apart from the Applicant Galloway, do not have standing as

parties.

5. in Carson, the Coutt stated as follows:

2. As a preliminary matter, the respondent requested that
the Coutt sirike Tonya Carson as an epplicant in these
proceedings. The respondent argued that the subject of this
judicial revievy is the decision made in respect of the applicant
William Carson. Tonya Carson i8 the spouse of Mr. Carson,
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and it is argucd that she has no standing as a party in respact
of the remedy sought by Mr. Carson.

3. The asplicant argues that Tonya Carson has gtanding
in this matter because she is his sponsor for landing in
Canada. The applicant argues that this Is sufiicient to ground
her claim for standing with respect to this H&C proceeding.

4. While Mrs. Carson has an interest in this proceeding,
in that she i Mr. Carson's sponsor for landing in Canada and
she was interviewad as part of the marriage interview involving
the H&C determination, these fagts arg insufficient to give her
standing In_ihis ludigial review. Mrs. Carson i¢ a Canadian
citizen and does not require any exemption whatsoever jrom
the Immigeation_Act or reaul

application.
